YOUTH AMBASSADOR ROLE & RESPONSIBILITIES

The Jamaica Dyslexia Association (JDA) is the first and only charitable dyslexia organization in Jamaica of its kind. It is the brainchild of Ms. Heather Christian, a Jamaican-born Canadian whose struggles with dyslexia lead her through frustration, trepidation and distress. To help others, In 2010, she developed the Jamaica Dyslexia Association Facebook Page to raise dyslexia awareness. 2015, the JDA was incorporated as a non-profit organization under the Laws of Jamaica with company number (90779) and granted charitable status registered  (CA100 -1212C)  in 2018.
In line with its mission, the JDA provides useful information and appropriate services that best meet the needs of Jamaicans who have dyslexia without compromising quality and professionalism. The members of the Jamaica Dyslexia Association (JDA) Board of Directors make up the organization's governing body and are legally accountable for its actions. The current Board of Directors comprises four (4) members. They bring to their role a combination of personal and professional knowledge of dyslexia and a profound commitment to the JDA mission. 
The Letter of Appointment and these Guidelines clarifying the JDA youth ambassador's roles and responsibilities are there to help you feel supported and clear about your role as an Ambassador. The following are the terms and conditions of a JDA Youth Ambassador. 
Terms and conditions of appointment

1. As a youth ambassador for the Jamaica Dyslexia Association, your role and responsibilities are to:

· Serve as youth representatives of the JDA.  
· Serve a one-year term. 
· Speak publicly about issues vital to dyslexia.
· Serve as a role model for dyslexic students setting an example of positive and responsible teen attitudes and behaviour.
· Be able to communicate effectively via social media. 
· Participate in JDA, events, campaigns, programs, and activities

2. The youth ambassador's role is primarily as an AWARENESS VOLUNTEER, to share information about the Jamaica Dyslexia Association and to help the organization carry out its mission.  

3. The Youth Ambassador will be recognized and valued for their contribution. 




4. The Youth Ambassador IS NOT an Agent of the Organization.  Ambassadors act" In Aid of" and NOT" on behalf" of all the Jamaica Dyslexia Association ambassadors help promote the organization's services and resources.

5. The Youth Ambassador will be expected to follow this document's guidelines in the spirit of the Jamaica Dyslexia Association mission and meet mutually agreed time commitments or give notice if this is not possible.

6. The Youth Ambassador can share social media platforms: Twitter, Facebook, Instagram or YouTube and tell others about the Jamaica Dyslexia Association and its Benefits. However, you CAN NOT CHARGE for any related to his/her involvement with the Jamaica Dyslexia Association because EVERYTHING IS FREELY AVAILABLE on the website, social media and YouTube.

7. The Youth Ambassador must be aware when using social media that it is subjected to the full range of laws applying to communications, including copyright, breach of confidence, defamation, privacy contempt of court, harassment, libel and anti-discrimination legislation, and criminal laws.  Social media can be the subject of legal proceedings.
